Air Brush  


· An instrument that uses compressed air to spray paint ; The process is called “air brushing.”
Altarpiece



· Picture, sculpture, screen or decorated wall standing behind or on an altar.

Calligraphy

· Art of writing letters and words in a beautiful, ornamental style using pen or brushes. 
Collage

· French for "paste up."  
· The combination of pieces of cloth, magazines and other found objects to create artwork.  
· Said to have been invented by Pablo Picasso.

Contour Drawing        

· Shows outline of the subject, and not the volume or mass. 
· Blind contour drawings are created by looking only at the subject, and not the paper, while drawing.

Die 




· Device used for cutting out, forming,or stamping material
Fresco

· Painting method -- powdered paints mixed in water are applied to wet plaster freshly laid on the wall  
· Da Vinci’s The Last Supper is usually said to be a fresco, though it was not.
Gesture Drawing        
· Quick drawing capturing the energy and movement of the subject. 

Kinetic Art


· Art that moves ; pioneered by Alexander Calder.
· Best known are mobiles, which are suspended by wire or string
· The opposite is a stabile, which is mounted on a base.

Mixed Media         


· Technique involving the use of two or more artistic media in a single composition
Montage

· Technique in which cut-out illustrations, or fragments of them, are arranged to form a picture.  
· Use of ready-made images and the production of a new image are what set montage apart from collage.

Mosaic

· Arranging colored fragments of glass or other materials and fixing them into a bed of cement or plaster

· The fragments used in a mosaic are called, “Tesserae.”

· Developed by the Romans 
Papier Mache

· French for “chewed paper” or “mashed paper”  
· Modeling material made of paper and liquid paste molded over a supporting structure.

Panorama


· Scene painted on a cylindrical surface.  Viewer stands in the middle with a 3600 view

Plaster of Paris 

· Mixture of gypsum or of lime, sand and water that quickly hardens and later dries out. 

Sculpture



· Three-dimensional work, usually produced by carving a piece of wood or rock.
Silkscreen


· Printmaking method -- a design is put on a screen of silk or other fine mesh 
· Blank spaces are coated with an impermeable substance, and ink is forced through the mesh onto the printing surface.  
· Andy  Warhol made countless silkscreens    
· AKA --   serigraph

Stencil  


· Sheet of material perforated with a design or lettering that is reproduced on paper 
Weaving 
· Ancient textile art and craft that involves placing two sets of threads or yarn and turning them into cloth
· The vertical parallel threads are called the warp.

· The thread that goes over and under the warp is called the weft (or the woof).
Woodcut


· Relief printing process – an image is carved into the surface of a block of wood, with the printing parts remaining level with the surface while the non-printing parts are removed, typically with gouges. 
· The areas to show 'white' are cut away with a knife or chisel, leaving the characters or image to show in 'black' at the original surface level.
