Assemblage



· 3-D picture made from different everyday materials

Batik
· Traditional method of decorating cloth in Indonesia
· Hot wax is put in a design on cloth and then dipped into dye, which soaks into the un-waxed cloth
· The wax is then broken off, leaving the design.

Decalcomania 

· Producing random patterns by applying thick paint to the front of two papers, pressing the painted sides together and then pulling them apart. 
Decoupage 

· Method of creating pictures by cutting and pasting pieces of paper onto a surface 
Diptych



· Picture made in two parts, often an altarpiece

Frottage


· Paper is placed over an object and rubbed with a pencil or crayon to give it the texture of the object 
Illuminated Manuscript


· Handwritten text decorated with paintings and ornaments

Intaglio 

· Printmaking process in which the image is recessed below the surface. The recessed lines hold the ink. 

Lithography 

· Literally, “Stone Writing” -- Method of printing from a prepared flat stone or metal plate

· A drawing is made on the stone or plate with a greasy substance and then washed with water

· Greasy ink is applied, sticking only to the greasy drawing, allowing a print to be made of the drawing. 

Macrame 

· Process of knotting yarn or rope into intricate patterns -- originated from the craft of making fishnets.
Monolith



· Sculpture carved as one single piece, usually very large
Pastiche



· Artwork created in the style of a specific artist—not a copy of a known work

Photomontage


· Technique of making a pictorial composition from different photographs           
Photorealism



· Paintings rendered to look as real as photographs -- AKA Superrealism
· The most famous practitioner is Chuck Close

Plein Air



· A painting done outdoors or conveying the qualities of having been done outdoors

Stippling 

· Technique of marking a surface with dots, often used as shading. 

Tempera 

· Chalky, opaque, water-soluble paint made by mixing pigments with glue or egg yolk or another binder

· Poster paint is a type of tempera ; Egg tempera was popular before the invention of oil painting. 

Template

· Flat, stiff shape used as a pattern or guide for producing uniform shapes. 

Triptych



· A picture in three pieces; often an altarpiece
